Instrument   Minimum Age  Instrument Details

Guitar    6 years old
(Acoustic, Electric or Bass)

Piano/Keyboard  4 years old

Drums   7 years old

Voice    10 years old

Woodwinds & Brass 10 years old

Guitar playing requires fingertip pressure and fine motor skills 
Children under the age of 8 should begin with a child-sized 
guitar.

Piano/Keyboard playing requires motor skills, which children at 
the age of 4 have developed.

Playing the drums requires the child to physically able to reach 
the components of the drum set including the pedals and the 
cymbals.

Private voice lessons are recommended for children who have 
developed vocal chords, a good lung capacity and have an 
understanding of proper breathing techniques. 

Most school programs start in 4th grade.
